The Review touches on State coastal policies, the proposed Inter City Environmental Zone (between the Central Coast and Hunter Valley), and Environmental Assessment (vegetation, fauna, strategic biological conservation value), Coastal Value, Landscape Value, Issues and Constraints and recommended strategies.
